Giving by Cheque - If you want to contribute via a cheque, can you please make it payable to  

Tidenham Parochial Church 
which is the formal name of our church bank account. Banks have recently tightened up on cheque 
payments, so if you write ‘St Luke’s Tutshill’, or ’Tutshill Church’ etc, it is likely that it won’t be accepted by 
our bank, or indeed by your own!  We are charged £25 every time a cheque bounces!

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Giving by Standing Order instead of Cash 
You may know that we have to pay bank charges every time we pay cash into our church bank account at 
Lloyds, but there are no bank charges when people use a standing orders.  Last year across the parish these 
bank charges amounted to some £200, so it would help enormously, if you could set up a standing order. If 
you want to do this, please get in touch with our Treasurer Paul Coombs or one of the churchwardens 
Nicholette Flatman or Brian Duerden.
